APPLICATIONS: only birds listed in the premium

book will be accepted. Entries not made on entry applications
provided by the Fair will not be accepted. Additional entry
applications will be supplied upon request or applicant may
make copies of the apptition provided in the premium book

if necessary. A cock is a male hatched prior to current
calendar year, a hen is a female hatched prior to current
calendar year, a cockerel is a male hatched in current calendar
year, and a pullet is a female hatchedurrent calendar year.
Birds not in full plumage will not be accepted. The
Superintendent of the Department has authority to refuse any
bird for exhibit that is not worthy of showAge Category

must be listed on entry form.

HEALTH REQUIREMENTS: ALL BIRDS
EXCEPT PIGEONS MUST HAVE A CERTIFIED
POLLORUM CERTIFICATE IN ORDER TO REMAIN
ON THE GROUNDS. POLLORUM TESTING MUST BE
DONE BEFORE BRINGING BIRDS TO
FAIRGROUNDS. Poultry or_animals _must be free of
disease or infestations of any type or they will not be
accepted and will be removed immediately from the
fairgrounds. Competent staff will be checking all exhibits
for any signs of illness or infestations. The opinion of the
Superintendent is final. It is recommended thaall fowl
should be certified as hagnbeen vaccinated for infectious
Bronchitis and New Castle Disease at least 30 days prior to the
Fair. Birds showing symptoms dfseases oinfestation will
not be permitted to remain on the grounds
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Age requirements: Little Chicks agesre 6 thru 8 8 old.
Youth ages are 9 thru 19 yrs old.

DEADLINE: ENTRY APPLICATIONS ARE DUE
JUNE 1ST AND MUST BE MAILED OR BROUGHT TO
THE SAGINAW FAIR OFFICE ON OR BEFORE JUNE
1ST. ENTRIES WILL BE LIMITED TO SAGINAW AND
ADJACENT COUNTIES. EXCEPT DUE TO LIMITED
NUMBER OF CAGES, APPLICATIONS MAY BE
RETURNED WITHOUT PREVIOUS NOTICE WHEN
NUMBER OF BIRDS ENTERED EXCEEDS NUMBER
OF CAGES.

TOTAL NUMBER OF ENTRIES: Youth may

take up to 15 entries maximum. Exhibitors may only take
two turkeys per class. There are only 14 cages available for
turkeys; entries turned in first will get the cage space. No
waterfowl will be accepted. Any animal shown at any other
county Fair will not be accepted or allowed at the Saginaw
County Fair. Entry fees will be forfeited if these rules are
violated. Those exhibitors entering the market class must
reside in Saginaw County or attend a Saginaw County
School.

ANIMAL CARE: Youth exhibitors are requested to

maintain their own exhibits or make arrangements for
morning and evening feeding. Any youth who does not

feed and water their animal daily will be asked to remove
their animal immediately and forfeit any awards. Staff will
insure that exhibits are watered during the day.
