DEADLINE: The 4-H Entry Application and
Entry Fee must be mailed or brought to the fair
office on or before June 15", All checks are to be
made out to Saginaw County Fair. Late entries
will not be accepted.

TIME OF ENTRY: All exhibits in this department
will be taken only on ONE day, Saturday from
10:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. Each exhibitor must
complete the entry tag indicating present age and
number of years in the project. Any entry with a
missing or incorrect tag will not be judged.

TOTAL NUMBER OF EXHIBITS: Each exhibitor
is limited to not more than 40 exhibits in this
department. Only one entry per class will be
allowed unless stated otherwise. Soiled or
damaged exhibits will not be accepted.

WHEN TO PICK UP: All entries will be released
the Sunday following the close of the fair. Pick up
times are from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. All exhibits
must be checked with department personnel. If
exhibit is removed before this time, all premiums
will be forfeited.

DISQUALIFICATION OF ENTRY: No premium
will be paid for an exhibit which is considered not
worthy.

PREMIUM AWARDS: Premium awards may be
withdrawn or paid in part if an emergency exist
and circumstances warrant reduction. Please see
general rules for further information regarding
awards or contact the fair office.

GUIDELINES: Please be advised, divisions and
ages are guidelines, however, you may exhibit in a
lower division if new in the project area. An
example, a youth 16 years of age may exhibit in
the beginner division. Caution, a youth may also
exhibit in an older division, but may not move
down in the future.
