GENERAL RULES FOR ALL YOUTH HORSE
SHOWS

ENTRY FORM: Under the rules of the Saginaw
County Fair and 4-H guidelines. Exhibitor must
use a separate Youth horse application.

ENTRY FEE: All animal fees are listed under
general rules in the front of the book. Exhibitor
fee: $5.00; Entry fee: $8.00; Stall fee: $7.00 per
day; Tack Stall fee: $7.00 per day. All fees must
accompany the entry application. Entries and fees
can be mailed to: Saginaw__County Fair,
Admissions Department, P.O. Box 449, Chesaning,
Michigan 48616. Incomplete applications may be
disqualified and rejected at the discretion of the
Superintendent of Admissions. It is imperative
that all requested information be furnished.

HELMET: Approved safety helmets are
recommended in English classes.

AGE REQUIREMENTS: Exhibitors must ride in
appropriate age division, no moving up. Age is as
of January 1*. This area is open to youth ages 9-
19. This Program is open to youth of all Counties.
You must show same age division in Pleasure and
Speed events. Example: If you show in the 9-12
age group in Pleasure events, you must show in the
9-12 age group in Speed events. Exhibitors will
not be allowed to show **Walk/Trot one day and a
different age division on the other day.
**Walk/Trot classes are ONLY for those
exhibitors showing in their 1 or 2™ year of
showing and must not have cantered/loped in any
other shows before Saginaw County Fair Youth
Horse Shows.

ANIMAL HEALTH REQUIREMENTS: All
horses must test negative for state required
coggins test and any other required health tests.
Certificates must be available upon arrival to the
fairgrounds and produced prior to unloading.
Horse Shows are covered by State of Michigan law
under the P.A.351 — Michigan Equine Activity

Liability Act.
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HORSE GROOMING: Animals must be properly
fitted and groomed to participate in any class.

ENTRY TIMES: Horses are shipped in on
Thursday evening, July 31, 2008.

STALLIONS: Stallions may not be exhibited.

SPORTSMANSHIP: Poor sportsmanlike conduct
will not be tolerated on the part of the exhibitor,
parents, or visitors for any reason. Any
mistreatment to a horse such as over use of spurs,
whips, or rough handling with the bit, will
absolutely not be allowed. EXHIBITORS
VIOLATING THESE RULES WILL BE
REMOVED FROM THE FAIRGROUNDS WITH
NO REFUNDS OF FEES. PREMIUMS WILL BE
FORFEITED.

OTHER REQUIREMENTS: Overall Hi-Point
Showman Award is a two day award. It will be
awarded to the exhibitor with the most points over
all age divisions for the Pleasure and Speed shows
combined.

Exhibitors must exhibit in a showmanship class to
be eligible for HI-POINT showman award. Speed
Show exhibitors MUST participate in
Showmanship Pleasure to be eligible for Speed Hi-
Point. Points will count towards Pleasure point
totals. Points will not count towards Speed Show
point totals, but will count towards exhibitors being
eligible for appropriate Speed Show age division Hi-
Point for the Overall Speed Hi-Point Showman. All
pleasure classes count for HI-POINT except
costume class. All speed classes count for the
SPEED HI-POINT. Points are accumulated on the
exhibitor. Exhibitor may not show more than one
horse per class, but may show more than one horse
per show. All classes are open to Youth exhibiting
registered or non-registered Light Horse, Gaited
Horse and Pony breeds.

RULES: Exhibitors will be required to observe all
rules and regulations as printed in this premium
book and those specified by the Superintendent of
the Light Horse Department.
